Alpharetta Club undertook that
challenge, and under then President Fred Denkmaomanittee was established to
create a new Club, chaired by Past District GoveRabert L. Lynn.

Fred Livingston became the charter President. dlhb received its formal
charter from Rotary International on January 19)®@nd became the first Club
chartered in District 6900 in the New Millennium.

The Club was chartered with 42 members. Of thetehanembers, seven
have also served as President of the Club: B.BinRon, Sandy Crawford, Mike
Perry, Lynnette Ball, Richard Matherly, John Baaig Richard Eason.

Community Service

Community Service has been a hallmark of the Ra@dump of North Fulton
since it was chartered. Each of the Club membalg has a servant’s heart and
the diversity of the projects and active partiapatin hands-on projects reflect
that spirit.

North Fulton Child Development Association

The North Fulton Child Development Association (“€ works with
poor, low-income, hardworking families in the NoRblton community. Through
donations this organization is able to provide tyakffordable childcare and
related services to children from 3 months to 7ryedd, 52 weeks of the year.
For several years, the Club has had a close retdtip with the CDA. Several
Club members have served on that organization’srdBa# Directors. In
collaboration with Rotary’s “Literacy Initiative”w Rotary club donates children’s
books weekly to the CDA, which has created a wdntleew library and resource
center for the children. Rather than presentingspeaker with a paperweight or
other trinket, the Club donates a book with annpsion thanking the speaker and
his or her organization. Each year, the Club demalose to 50 books to the CDA.
Many years, in honor of the official visit of thadlrict Governor, the Club donates
additional books to the CDA, and the District Gov@rtours the CDA and reads a
book to the children. At least once each year(lub holds a meeting at the CDA
and has lunch with the students. The Club hascpsated in several hands-on
projects at the CDA, including construction of thlayground, painting projects,
upgrading the teacher’s lounge, and more.

Back-to-School Project

For several years, the Club has supported a bas&hool project at
Mimosa Elementary School, located in Roswell, Geordglimosa Elementary is a
North Fulton public school that has a diversifieddent population with about
two-thirds of the students being of internationackgrounds. Members of the
Club participate by donating a backpack, schoolpbeg, or by making a cash
donation. This project helps disadvantaged childwbtain their back-to-school
supplies by providing a backpack filled with scheapplies that are distributed to
needy students. The Club has also provided stsideitit the 4-Way Test, either
in the form of a leaflet inserted in the backpagk,on the back of a name tag
provided with each backpack.



Adopt-a-Road

The Adopt-A-Road program is an Environmental Progta help keep our
community streets beautiful. This program encoesalgusiness, industry, civic,
youth and nonprofit organizations to adopt an areeoadway for periodic litter
control. The Adopt-A-Road allows citizens to dersipate community pride,
make a positive statement for a clean, attractbrarounity and help the city keep
down the costs of litter abatement. The seleatedway is typically about a mile
in length, and has a mix of both residential andnm@rcial property. This
program has proven highly effective in demonstatersonal responsibility and
changing attitudes regarding littering. The Clds Iparticipated in this program
from its earliest days, and has scheduled roadh akpadates during each Rotary
year. The Club maintains a section of Mayfield &aa Alpharetta. A sign at
each end of the Club’s section of the Road has Ipéssred recognizing that the
Rotary Club of North Fulton has adopted that seatibthe road. The Club plans a
clean-up approximately once each quarter, or attwat to four times each year.
At each clean-up generally about eight to ten uvalers meet at for coffee &
donuts to plan their strategy and divide into srgatlups and plan the areas each
group will oversee. Who says picking up garbagetdse fun!!

The Club members recognize the great needs foc In@siessities in many
countries. With its close affiliation with Habitédr Humanity locally, the Club
looked to provide assistance for shelter in otloeintries. There is a great need for
housing in Guatemala. With a high rate of povarmgst poor families do not own
the land that they live on and live in small makétshouses with dirt floors.
Without basic utilities, they live in high-risk cdiions for diseases and maternal
and infant mortality.
